IWSAFSC BOARD MEETING MINUTES 10/17/2007 HPL room at IWSA.

Updated 11/17/07

Bob Taylor called the meeting to order at 6:25 p.m. 

In attendance: Bob Taylor (BT), Serguei Zaitsev (SZ), Jack Moore (JM), Julie Doyle (JD), Linda Roark (LR), Patty Hagen (PH), Liz Keller (LK), Al Nowrouzi (AN), Keith Seitz (KS). Also attending were members Jim Cochran and Kelley Adair.

Minutes of the last meeting were accepted as written.

PRESIDENT/VP REPORT

Insurance: Bob Taylor said the club had received a notice that the directors and officers liability insurance policy will be cancelled by the current insurance company. He said the officers will research a new policy, starting with info provided on the USFS web site.

Storage issues: BT used his own credit card to pay two months on the lease of the club’s storage unit. He asked JM for reimbursement. JM will contact the storage company and make sure further bills are sent to him.

Donny Adair (in a message to board members) asked that we decide what to do with the dissembled judges platform that has been sitting at the Forum at Fishers since Indy Challenge. He suggested that because the platform is too large to store in the club’s storage unit and it is now sized to fit the Forum’s hockey boxes, that the platform be given to the Forum. The Forum will store it. Board agreed to this.

The awards podium, curtains and curtain poles that have been piled up at the Forum since Indy Challenge will be moved by BT to the club’s storage unit the week of Oct. 22.

Hospitality: BT says Betsey Taylor needs to give up her role as head of hospitality after the December test session because her mother is ill. Becky and Jim Cochran have said they are willing to help with hospitality. Other board members agreed that there are many ways to manage hospitality to take the load off one or two people.

FUNDRAISING EFFORT

New member Jim Cochran said he had been asked by some club members to head up a fundraising effort. Jim said he was attending the meeting to gather some information about the club’s financial status and goals, and to make some suggestions. BT said JM is in the process of creating a complete financial status report. 

Jim said if he asks a business to be a sponsor of the club he needs to be able to say what the club will do with the money and what the business will get in return.

Jim said he researched the cost of putting a company name on a rink dasher board, about $400-$500. He said if a company paid $1,500 for a dasher board, that would provide the club and the rink about $1,000.

BT thanked Jim for his interest and insights. BT directed, with board’s agreement, Jim to form a committee to develop proposals to raise funds, which will be earmarked for specific club activities.

To get started, Jim Cochran suggested having a Qdoba fundraising day. His company gives 15 percent of sales on specified days to nonprofit groups. He will check if club can have a fundraiser on Nov. 23. The club would get 15 percent of price of all food purchased by members and friends who present fliers at specified Qdoba locations.

COLLEGIATE CHAMPIONSHIPS

Kelley said USFS officials approached her to see if the club would like to bid for the 2008 U.S. Collegiate Championships (CC) and hold that competition in conjunction with Indy Challenge (IC) next August. Kelley cited several reasons this would be a good idea:

-- Schedules for the two competitions would complement each other. For example, events for IC could alternate with CC events.

-- We already have top USFS officials coming to Indy Challenge. The collegiate event would gain prestige if it could use the same top-level judges. More skaters will help defray the costs of bringing in the officials for Indy Challenge.

-- Last year, USFS gave a $10,000 grant to the LOC for the collegiate comp.

-- Entry fees and practice ice fees go direct to the CC LOC ($125 per skater. About 75 skaters entered last year.). Clubs make more money on singles events (CC has Jr. and Sr. ladies and men) than pair events. This would be a way to balance out some of the money we lose on practice ice for pairs.

Kelley said 10 other clubs have requested bid packets.

BT asked Kelley to confirm some financial details about the CC, and then the board will vote by email about whether to submit a bid.

BT also will find out if hotels are available downtown the weekend of Aug. 8-10, in case we decide to have the competition(s) at IWSA.

BT said it is too soon to decide where to hold Indy Challenge in 2008. The decision will hinge on news about the eventual sale of Pan Am Plaza and the availability of well-maintained ice past April 30, 2008. SZ said Pam Robinson is encouraged about efforts to build a new IWSA at the Fairgrounds, but no specific information is available.

MIDS and JR. NATIONALS SEND-OFF

Club members Danielle Seitz (jr), Zachariah Szabo (novice), Lee Keller (novice), Brandon Moore and Kaitlyn Scholtz (novice) and Cassie Andrews and Nicholas Anderson (novice) have qualified for Midwesterns starting Nov. 14.

Jordan and Stefanie Griffin (int.), David and Carly Powers (int.), Marty Brittain (juv.) and Nicholas Anderson and Jordan Griffin (int), Kennedy Doyle and Cameron Nowrouzi (juv) have qualified for Junior Nationals the last week of November.

The club will invite all members to an exhibition and party Tuesday Oct. 30 at 4:30 p.m.

Jim Cochran will check if Qdoba will provide food. If not, the club will buy pizza. Linda Roark will send out email invitations and take RSVPs. Betsey Taylor will help with hospitality.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Jack Moor said competitor Nicholas Anderson gave him a 2-year-old check the bank would not cash. JM will reissue the $75 check.

TEST CHAIR

Liz Keller said the next test session is Dec. 15. Betsey and BT will help with hospitality. Becky Cochran will help, too.

MEMBERSHIP

Yuri Ikeyama and her mother, Junko Ikeyama, who have moved to Indiana from Ohio, have applied for membership. Board voted unanimously to approve this application.

Morris Bruce, 67 and a member of the Evansville FSC, has applied for an associate membership. The Board voted unanimously to approve his application. Linda Roark will find out if his wife, Peggy Bruce, can become an associate member of our club if she does not have a home club.

BT said the board should consider at a later date perpetual club memberships for Sandy Lamb and the late Pieter Kollen.
